Ms. Kalepp expressed her gratitude to LWML and
St. Peter’s members for the bundles of clothing, food
and other items they donated for Ozanam House.
She will deliver them to the House.

GRIEF SHARE

Much healing occurs when people have the
opportunity to talk about their grief experiences
and hear others who are dealing with similar
problems. The weekly support group session is
designed to follow viewing of that week’s video,
allowing an opportunity for discussion of the
content of the video and a time of personal sharing
for group members.

Group participants learn that
Scripture provides essential guidance on topics
such as grieving, loss, emotions, death and eternal
life.
